
About the Watershed
Provide an overview of priority issues within the watershed:
White Lake “eutrophication” is cause mostly by phosphorus with estimated 95% of the nutrients entering White Lake coming from the watershed.  Heavy forested areas may be contributing natural nutrients additional to usual suspected agricultural nutrient runoff (GVSU comments).

Describe current projects that are being implemented to address these issues: (include ways student could assist organizations with these current projects)
GVSU did White Lake nutrient related studies in 2005 & 2009 (in part WLA funding).

The watershed above US-31 freeway needs additional sampling for Phosphorus contribution to White Lake.

List potential student projects that could assist your organization in addressing priority issues:
Several schools could partner to sample ‘P’ points covering full watershed (White Cloud – Hesperia – Hilt’s Landing / muck farms).  The data can then be used to justify a larger full watershed GVSU grant application in future for more detailed P sampling expanding points interest found by the school projects.  Sampling equipment for ‘P’ is available to the schools.
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
